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This is Little Foot. He’s a character from Land Before Time. I bought this for my daughter, Jasmine when we were out shopping around four years ago. She was about 15-16 years old. When I asked Jasmine if she wanted me to buy this, I knew that she couldn’t resist after I would recall the story of the first video I bought her when she was 3-years old.

I often told Jasmine that I was very poor when she was 3-years old and all the toys she had were from McDonald’s Happy meals. And, one year, Mc Dondald’s was selling VHS tapes of Land Before Time for $5.00 and that’s how I was able to afford to buy her first video. My daughter loves to hear stories about her self when she was a child.

As Jasmine grew older and I earned more money, I bought her every video there was.

She particularly enjoyed watching the Disney videos. The characters, colors, animations and the stories intrigued her imagination. She developed a bond with her furry and fuzzy Disney friends. Somehow, they were able to put good thoughts in her head.

Then one day—all her furry and fuzzy Disney friends died. The only voice she heard in her head was that of the boogie man. At the young age of 11-years-old, my daughter, Jasmine was raped. Afterwards, her rapist said, “Don’t tell anyone. Otherwise, we’ll both get in trouble.”

In the year that my daughter did not disclose, she withdrew from everything she cherished as a child. Instead, she began listening to Brittany Spears, Pink and Papa Roach CDs. Anytime we went shopping, she wanted me to buy her video games with a mature rating. She even begged me to let her pierce the top of her ear lobe.
My daughter had lost the innocence of her childhood and acted out in a rebellious way.

I had no idea the secret that she had been carrying in her heart or the monster that stole her voice and replaced it with his. But I refused to let my little girl go and wind up lost in the wicked ways of the world—so I bought her a children’s Bible and began teaching her about Jesus Christ.

Then one day—at the age of 12, Jasmine said, “Mom. When you know how to do good—it’s hard to be bad.” Jasmine decided then and there—that she wanted her innocence back. So she got rid of all her CDs, video games and anything else that wasn’t pure.

Then she told me what happened to her—one year prior, on that fateful night in August 2001.

Jasmine’s worst struggles were with what she called, “bad thoughts.” These bad thoughts would cause her to spiral into the abyss. She was in the midst of a spiritual warfare and rather than guide her out of Satan’s bondage on my council, I read her scripture and quoted Jesus Christ. I read from the New Testament and told her that Jesus says, “I gave you this voice for your benefit.” I would show her scripture where it says Jesus conquered Satan and that Satan has no power over Christ or those who are in Him. I told Jasmine that she has power over Satan and then I taught her how to use her power by saying our Lord’s Prayer.

Through Christ’s teaching and daily prayer, Jasmine found her voice. Throughout her recovery as a survivor, I was committed to see Satan’s fall from her life. Over the years, while her rapist remained behind bars in prison—I worked diligently to release her from his prison. I wanted to give my daughter back her innocence—and the joy she had so loved as a child. So that day at the store, when she was 15-16 years old and we bought Little Foot—was another opportunity for me to see Satan’s fall.

There are so many children whose stories are similar to that of Jasmine’s, only we don’t hear about them because 60% of these cases go unreported.
